· Priority 2: Promotion of European values and in particular history teaching in multicultural society 
Eligible beneficiaries (project promoters) under the two thematic areas can be legal entities registered in Bulgaria such as:
· Programme Operators (POs) according to the Memoranda of Understanding on the implementation of EEA FM and NFM 2009-2014 within whose competence the thematic areas fall; 

· Ministries and other state institutions in charge of implementing national policies in the field of the two thematic areas;

· Primary and secondary schools, universities and research organizations; 

· Local and regional authorities; 

· Not-for-profit organizations 
It is obligatory the project to be implemented in partnership with Donor-state entities. Eligible project partners are institutions/organisations from the Donor States (Kingdom of Norway, Principality of Liechtenstein and Iceland) and Bulgaria, if applicable, which are properly constituted and registered legal entities in their country and meet the same requirements as for the eligible beneficiaries.
There is no fee for participation in the Matchmaking Workshop. Registration of interested Donor state and Bulgarian entities in the event is required. Deadline is 25 April 2014. The working language will be English.
Public Donor-state entities (with the exception of NGOs and companies) can apply for travel subsidy (including subsistence allowance and accommodation for 2 nights) under the Travel Support Scheme within the FBRNL (http://old.eeagrants.bg/en/2009-2014/bilateral-fund/mobility-scheme.html) within 25 April 2014. For the purposes of the matchmaking event scanned documents submitted via e-mail (G.Mladenova@government.bg) will also be accepted. The applicants shall also submit the full application package in one hard copy to the Director of the Monitoring of EU Funds Directorate with the Council of Ministers.
